CONFIRMATION OF ATTENDANCE IS REQUIRED

To confirm your attendance at the IAS/ Park City Mathematics Institute 2005 Summer Session, fill out the enclosed Registration Form and return it to the PCMI office no later than April 15, 2005.  An envelope is provided, or your may fax the form.*  Confirmation of your attendance is required, otherwise your invitation letter will automatically be considered as declined and any funding awarded to you will be reassigned.

LODGING INFORMATION (refer to your letter of invitation for your funding awards)
Funded: the PCMI office will make Standard Housing arrangements for you at Prospector Square Lodging and Conference Center or in other nearby condo units.  


Standard Housing for all Undergraduate Summer School participants is double-or triple-occupancy lodging.  PCMI reserves the right to house participants in the most cost-effective manner.  If you have a preferred roommate, please indicate the name on your Registration Form.  Undergraduate Summer School participants wishing to guarantee a private studio unit may do so by paying a housing fee of $35 per night.  Indicate your request on the Registration Form and remit your check for the total number of nights’ lodging, payable to IAS/PCMI, by June 1.  All housing units provided by PCMI for more than one week’s duration contain private bath, kitchenette or full kitchen with coffeemaker, toaster and microwave, TV, telephone, alarm clock, dishes, pots, pans, bed linens and towels.  Light housekeeping is provided.

Funded lodging begins on Sunday, June 26, and ends at noon on Saturday, July 16.  There is a fee of $70 per night for each additional night.

Independent (not funded): there are two alternatives: 

1) Each year, a limited number of units at Prospector Square Conference Center are available for independent participants.  If you would like to stay at Prospector Square, mark the appropriate box on your Registration Form, and send in a deposit of $100.00 by May 1, 2005.  Please note that your deposit becomes non-refundable after May 15th.  The $100.00 deposit will be applied to your total housing fee, the balance of which is due June 1st.  The cost for PCMI housing is $70 per night for a single unit.  Please do not call the hotel directly, as they will not extend the discounted group rate directly to you.
2) Condos of varying sizes are available throughout Park City, many of them in the same neighborhood as the Conference Center.  You may arrange your own housing through a choice of several rental companies:

TraveL INFORMATION 

Travel dates: Participants should plan to arrive in Salt Lake City on Sunday, June 26, in order to be in Park City for Registration.  Please allow at least 90 minutes between your flight arrival in Salt Lake City and your actual arrival in Park City.  Registration will be open on June 27 from 1:00 p.m. until 8:00 p.m.  Classes begin at 8:30 a.m. on Monday, June 27, and the opening barbecue dinner will be held that evening.  Classes end at 5:30 on July 15 and departure day is July 16.  

Funded travel:

Airfare:  If PCMI is funding your travel, there are two alternatives for booking your airline ticket:

1. Request reimbursement for an airline ticket you book yourself or through your own travel agency.  You may request reimbursement from PCMI after you arrive at the Summer Session.  In order to reimburse you, we will need 1)

a. the original passenger receipt from the airline, or 

b. a copy of your itinerary together with your boarding passes.  

Photocopies of documents are not accepted and documentation must be correct in order to receive your reimbursement.  PCMI will reimburse no more than $450 of the cost of your ticket (from your home area to Salt Lake City and back).  

or

2. Call Clawson Travel Agency in Salt Lake City to make your airline reservation, and they will bill PCMI directly for up to $450 of the cost of your ticket.  Clawson will have the list of travel-funded PCMI participants on April 25.  After that date, you may call them at 1-800-825-2976 or 1-801-582-0303 and ask for Brad Clawson, the agent handling our account.  You may also email Brad at brad@clawsontravel.com.  Clawson Travel will charge your credit card for any remaining balance after the first $450.  

Please note the following conditions that cannot be altered: 

· Eligible travel is only from the airport nearest your home or institution to Salt Lake City, via advanced-purchase roundtrip coach class.  

· PCMI funding covers travel only within the United States.  If you are a funded participant traveling from outside the U.S. to Salt Lake City, the amount equal to the travel expense from your nearest U.S. port of entry to Salt Lake City will be covered (up to $450).  
· Airline reservations should be made no later than June 10, 2005.  PCMI cannot be responsible for the extra expense of travel arrangements made after June 10, 2005.

Airport Shuttle in Utah: Travel funding from PCMI includes roundtrip ground transportation on a shuttle between the Salt Lake City airport and the hotel in Park City via All Resort Expresss, Inc.  Participants must make their own shuttle reservations (PCMI cannot make your reservation for you).  Instructions for reserving your All Resort Express shuttle will be sent at a later date.  Please note that PCMI does not pay for any other type of ground transportation except by special arrangement with the Administrator of PCMI.
Driving: If you wish to drive your own car to Park City, you will be reimbursed at a per-mile rate, up to the cost of what PCMI would ordinarily pay for a round trip airline ticket from your point of origin to the Salt Lake City area.  The current reimbursement rate is $.365 per mile and is subject to change at any time.  Please let us know if you’ll be driving rather than flying so that we can plan accordingly.  You may request your mileage reimbursement when you arrive at PCMI.

Independent (not funded) travel:

You may call Clawson Travel in order to receive any applicable group rate for airfares: call 1-800-825-2976 or 1-801-582-0303, and ask for Brad Clawson, the agent handling our account.  You may also email Brad at brad@clawsontravel.com.  Please note that there is a fee for the use of the travel agency. 

You may take advantage of PCMI’s special discounted rate on the All Resort Express shuttle between the Salt Lake City airport and Park City. Instructions will be sent at a later date.  

Please contact the PCMI office if you have questions about your travel or any other arrangements.

DietARY AND CATERING INFORMATION 
The PCMI Summer Session provides two catered meals per weekday – breakfast and lunch. 

A vegan entrée will be offered each day at lunch.  You must make your choice of either vegetarian or meat-based lunches before the Summer Session begins – the preference you indicate on the Registration Form will be for the duration of the Summer Session.  We regret that funding considerations do not allow us to alter this policy.  

Please note all dietary requests on your Registration Form or notify PCMI via e-mail at pcmi@ias.edu as soon as possible.
Registration Fee 

The registration fee is waived for participants who receive financial support from PCMI.  Please refer to your invitation letter to ascertain if a registration fee is due.

The registration fee of $500 for the three-week session covers program costs plus breakfast and lunch (Monday-Friday).  The Registration Fee, if applicable, is due by June 1, 2005.   For those participants attending for less than three weeks, the Registration Fee will be pro-rated by $100.00 for each week less than the full three.
