TITLE: "From integrating square roots of polynomials of degree at least 3"
ABSTRACT: We start with the calculus problem of integrating the square root of a polynomial of degree at least 3, which comes from the calculation of the arc-length of an ellipse and the exact solution of the motion of the pendulum.  We discuss how the investigation to invert such indefinite integrals gave rise to Riemann surfaces.  We go on to discuss the role of conformal mappings in cartography, the relation between atlases of navigation charts and complex structures, elliptic curve
cryptography, and open problems of rigidity of global deformation of complex structures.
