
GETTING AROUND PARK CITY 
 
 
The Park City Transit system offers a 
free bus service from 7:30 a.m. to 
10:30 p.m. every day.  The main bus 
station, from which buses to all points 
can be reached, is just behind Main 
Street, on Swede Alley.  There is a bus 
stop in front of Prospector Square, at 
Albertson’s Grocery Store, at the Park 
City Mountain Resort, and at many, 
many other points around Park City.  

The bus also runs up to Deer Valley and down to the Factory 
Outlets in Kimball Junction!  Note: connections must be made in 
order to get to certain destinations – consult the maps or call the 
number below for details. 
 
The Main Street Trolley Service operates daily from 7:30 a.m. to 
8:00 p.m.  The Trolley serves as a connection between three 
specific points in Park City: Park City Mountain Resort, City Park, 
and Main Street – running every 20 minutes.  It travels through the 
Historic District and back to the Park City Mountain Resort.
